Assemblage-Self Project


You will create a 1-2 foot high/wide assemblage sculpture using found/recycled or junk objects.  Develop a concept for your sculpture that reveals something about yourself that the class might not know.  Using found and repurposed objects, students will gain experience with composition and communication using objects that already exist.  
Specifics:

· Work must be one foot- two feet wide or high 

· Work must stand on it’s own or be mounted to a board
· Work should explore the relationship of positive and negative space

· Work should explore the principle of balance (both real and visual)

· Work should include 3-dimensional found, recycled or junk objects 

· Work should include very few 2-dimensional objects (photos, posters)

· Work can include uniform, monochromatic color

· Work can include the natural color of the objects

Sketchbook Requirements:

·  Divide a page into at least 6 small boxes.  Fill each box with a different thumbnail idea for your assemblage sculpture.  Draw quickly and don’t be picky about shading and such.  

· At home do a drawing of at least 3 junk/recycled/found objects.  Part of assemblage sculpture is breathing new life into old or discarded objects and seeing them in a new light, so choose objects that may be typically overlooked.  Focus on capturing the shape and texture of each object.
· Develop 30 minutes a week of free sketching.
